SyNoOPsIs: A quantitative measure of ‘‘information’ is developed which
is based on physical as contrasted with psychological considerations. How
the rate of transmission of this information over a system is limited by the
distortion resulting from storage of energy is discussed from the transient
viewpoint. The relation between the transient and steady state viewpoints
is reviewed. It is shown that when the storage of energy is used to restrict
the steady state transmission to a limited range of frequencies the amount
of information that can be transmitted is proportional to the product of
the width of the frequency-range by the time it is available. Several
illustrations of the application of this principle to practical systems are
included.

INFORMATIONS, are of two kinds : firflt, thofe which are
partly at the fuit of the king, and partly at the fuit of a fubje&t;
and, fecondly, fuch as are only in the name of the king : the
former are ufually brought upon penal ftatutes, which infli&t a
penalty on mnvié{ion of the offender, one part to the ufe of the
king, and another to the ufe of the informer, and are a fort of
gui tam, or popular ations, only carried on by a criminal inftead
of a civil procefs. 4 Black. 308.

Informations that are exhibited in the name of the king alone,
are alfo of two kinds ; firft, thofe which are truly and properly
his own fuits, and filed ex gfficic by his own immediate officer,
the atiorney general ; fecondly, thofe in which, though the king
is the nominal profecutor, yet it is at the relation of {ome private
perfon, or common informer ; and they are filed by the mafter
of the crown-office, under the exprefs dire€tion of the court.
‘I'he objetts of the king's own profecutions, filed ex officio by the
attorney general, are properly fuch enormous mifdemeanors, 28
peculiarly tend to difturb or endanger the government : the ob-
je€ts of the other fpecies of informations, filed by the mafter of
the crown-office, upon the complaint or relation of a private fub-
ject, ageany grofs and notorious mifdemeanors, riots, batteries,
libels, or other immoralities of an atrocious kind, not peculiar-
ly tending to difturb the government, but which, on accountof
their magnitude, or pernicious example, deferve the moft pub-
lic animadverfion. And when an information is filed either thus,
or by the attorney general ex officie, it muit be tried-by al}xfn
jury of thecounty where the offence arifes ; after which, if the
defendant be found guilty, he muit refort to the court of king's
bench for his punifhment. Id.

Of near aflinity to an information gwi fam, is an aftion upon
the ftatute ; which is either a private ation, when an aétionis
given upon a ftatute to the king, and to the party grieved only ;
or a pepular aélion, where the altion is given to the pegple in

eneral 5 thatis, to any one that will fue for the king and for
gimfclf.

By 31 El c. 5. informations on any penal ftatute, whereby the
‘forfeiture is limited to the king, fhall be brought within two years
after the cffence committed 5 if limited to the king, and to any
other who fhall profecute, then within one year; and, in default
of fuch profecution, then to be brought for the king in two years
after that year ended.

Forafmuch as an information differs from an inditment in little
more than this, that the one is found by the oath of twelve men,

Alfo the court will grant an information againft a parifh officer,
for procuring a poor mian of another parith to marry a poor wo-
man of his own parifth, in order to get the woman fettled in that
other parith.

Butin the cafe K. v. Compton et al. H. 23 G. 3. an informa-
tion was denied againft the overfeers of Doncafler, for confpiring
to prevail upon a foldier to marry a poor woman of their ﬁarilh,
then big with child, in order to throw her upon another purith 3
on the ground, that great inconvenicuce had been felt frum the
practice of obliging perfons in bow circunftances, tofhsw caufe
againft informations at a great expence; as jultice might be as
efft€tually had by way of indiékment.

INGRESS, egrefr, and regrefi, are words in leafes of land, to
fignify a free entering into, going forth of, and returning from,
fome part of the lands let ; asto get in a crop of corn, or the like,
after the term is expired.

INGROSSING, (from im, and grofs, great or whole,) is the
getting into one’s pofleilign, or buying up large quantities of corn,
or other dead victual, with intent to fell *the fame again. This
was formerly punifhable by the ftatute ¢ & 6 Ed.

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INFORMATION (from Lat. snformare, to
give shape or form to, torepresent, describe),
the commumication of knowledge; in English
law, a proceeding on bchalf of the crown
against a subject otherwise than by indict-
ment.
